2017 West Virginia Mission Trip Information:

When you arrive at the college you will pick up your keys in the lobby of East River. Arrival cannot be before 2:00 pm on Saturday.
We would like to have a team meeting Saturday evening. Time is TBA.
Individuals will be responsible for traveling meals on Saturday the 8th, Sunday breakfast and Sunday evening the 9th, Friday breakfast the 14th.   Sunday Lunch will vary depending on site.
Teams with teenagers and children are responsible to make sure those young persons follow team guidelines.

Quiet time in hallways is 11:00 pm-7:00 am.  That means no conversations or noise in hallways or loud noises coming from rooms during these hours.  
Dress code is modest:  Modest casual.  Shorts or Jeans.  Dresses or shorts must be finger length.  No short shorts, halter tops, tank tops, open midriffs etc.  
We ask that everyone participate in team meetings as scheduled.  
We will have morning devotions (hopefully in the cafeteria) before anyone departs and a celebration/report meeting at 9:00 Thursday evening.  We are asking that no one depart after 11:00 Thursday evening or before 7:00 Friday morning.  (This is because teams or individuals leaving during the night have awakened whole dorms at literally all hours of the night over the past several years in efforts to depart late at night or early in the morning.  This is unfair to others.) If this is a problem please call the Associational Missionary.  

WHAT TO PACK

These are general suggestions. You may require other personal items – leave valuables at home.

·  Bible, devotion book or prayer calendar – you may want to send a card to your Prayer Partner

·  Basic clothing (jeans & tennis shoes are recommended) – we will wash clothes Tuesday morning

·  Camera, Journal, pen, etc

·  Flashlight (just in case)

·  Blow-dryer, toiletries such as shampoo, toothbrush (can also buy at Dollar Tree up there)

·  Medicines (Walmart does have a pharmacy within 1 mile of college)

·  Eyeglasses, especially if you wear contacts 

·  Pillows and linens and/or sleeping bag. 
·  Snacks for the ride (you can buy snacks such as bottled water for your room once we’re up there)

·  Ministry supplies, alarm clock

·  Money $$ for your meals on the road or spending money/excursions
·  Linens for twin bed, blanket (sometimes it gets cool at night), towels, pillow

·  Basic first-aid items (we provide)

Some Bluefield College rules that your group needs to be aware of

1. Bluefield College is committed to creating and maintaining an environment which reflects our life in Christ. Bluefield College expects its guests to exemplify a high standard of behavior and personal values. Bluefield College asks that its guest refrain from using profanity. 

2. The person or group responsible for the event understands and must include in any publicity of the event the following statement: “Use of Bluefield College’s facilities do not necessarily imply College sponsorship.”

3. Groups of twenty (20) or more under the age of 18 must provide one adult (0ver the age of 21) for every twenty (20) participants.

4. The laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, Town of Bluefield, and Tazewell County and the rules and regulations of Bluefield College must be strictly enforced at all times. The undersigned entity or person agrees to reimburse Bluefield College for cost or fees (including reasonable attorney’s fees) incurred to enforce this agreement.

5. Bluefield College is a tobacco and alcohol free campus. Smoking (or any other form of tobacco) is not permitted in any building or any outside area.

6. Food and drinks are allowed only in designated areas.

7. Gambling in any form is prohibited on or within the College’s buildings and grounds.

8. Parking is permitted in spaces and lots which are not restricted for visitors; parking is not permitted in reserved areas and in the fire lane along the curbs.

9. The entry doors to the residence halls will remain locked 24 hours/day with the exception of loading and unloading. The Residence Halls are controlled by ID cards for the security of guests. The Bluefield College guest ID card is issued to group leaders and chaperones at the beginning of each week.  Misuse could result in forfeiture. Cost to replace a lost or stolen card is $25.00.  Cards that cease to work for no apparent reason will be replaced free of charge.
10. One key per room will be issued to guests who are staying in the residence halls. The person or group the key is issued to will be responsible for the cost of replacing the key if lost or stolen.  The replacement costs are $50.00.

11. Bluefield College takes the security of our guests seriously. Guests should report any potential security problem to the Director of Residence Life and/or Campus Safety.

12. The possession of firearms, fireworks, and other weapons is prohibited on campus. This includes, but is not limited to, air pistols, air rifles, ammunition, BB guns, combustible materials, hunting bows and arrows, knives with blades longer than 4 inches, martial arts weapons, and pellet guns.

13. Fire alarms and fire extinguishers are placed throughout the college buildings for the security of the community. Any guests who makes unauthorized use of or interferes in any way with the efficient functioning of this equipment could jeopardize the safety and lives of other guests and students. If a guest discharges a campus fire extinguisher without just cause may face a $150.00 automatic fine. If a guest sets off a fire alarm without just cause the guest could face a $150.00 automatic fine. These guests may also be asked to leave college premises. 

14. Guests are asked to evacuate the building when the fire alarm sounds. Each residence hall room has an evacuation route posted on the door. Please take the initiative to familiarize yourself with the evacuation plan posted.

15. All personal furnishings brought into the residence halls must comply with fire safety codes.  All electrical appliances with the exception of the micro fridge unit, which is provided, are prohibited in the residence halls. Extension cords and power strips are prohibited. Guests are required to use surge protectors. Guests are not to put mattresses on the floors. Open flames and the use of candles and lighted incense are prohibited in the residence halls.

16. Furniture provided in rooms must remain in the rooms at all times. Guests may re-arrange the furniture in the room to better accommodate their stay. Please ask for assistance before moving furniture.

17. Guests are asked to remove all personal belongings and trash from rooms before their departure. 

18. Guests are asked to return Bluefield College property (fans, trashcans, etc.) to the Residence Life office before their departure.

19. It is inevitable that members and guests may misplace or forget personal property in our facilities.  We will make every attempt to safeguard lost property that is of value (wallets, credit cards, electronics, etc.) and make it available to the rightful owner.  Other items such as clothes, accessories, etc. will be kept for two (2) weeks and then will be claimed by Bluefield College. Items such as toiletries, torn clothes, water bottles, etc. will be discarded immediately.  Lost and Found for summer guests is located in the Dan McMillan Center which is the first brick house along faculty row.
Cleaning Rooms/Bathrooms

In order to assist the college in turning over the dorms for future groups; guests are asked to sweep the floors in the dorm room and bathroom as well as wipe down the furniture and clean the shower, sink and toilet. Cleaning supplies will be provided by the college. Guests are also expected to take their trash to the dumpsters. If guests have rented linens through the college, guests are asked to place towels and sheets in the bins on the first floor of each building. We ask that pillows be left in the dorm rooms.
